SEPTEMBER  

    We received the 
distress call from a 
member one morning 
and could hear yelling 
from her boyfriend in 
the background.  
“Help pastor, he is 
crazy” she screamed. 

   Melainie and I drove quickly to the 
apartment complex finding their 
location easily following the shouting 
and expletives within the complex.  
As we approached, they moved 
inside the apartment and the 
argument erupted.  She pulled a 
knife and he yanked a pot and they 
began to swing.  Melainie grabbed 
her and I wrestled him.   

    We spent the next few hours 
counseling and reviewing their 3 
year relationship.  It uncovered a 
cycle of physical and emotional 
abuse.  The day ended with her 
leaving the apartment and ending 
the relationship forever.   

    Months later she shared the early 
signs of their toxic relationship.  
There was a lack of trust for each 
other because of a history of 
infidelity. 

    She notes that he was physically 
aggressive towards her initially and 
later became abusive publicly.  
There were many times that he was 
verbally condescending by calling 
her names and would refuse to 
communicate until she submitted.  
There were also moments where 
she defended his substance use and 
high demands for sex. 

    When I reflect on this situation, it 
was a miracle that she survived this 
relationship.  Abuse in any form is 
never right.  If this article describes 
your relationship, speak to someone 
you trust and find a way out or Call 
to Safety at 888.235.5333 which 
provides a 24-hr hotline for victims of 
domestic and sexual violence in the 
Portland Metro Area.
