Miriam and Aaron spoke against Moses because of the Cushite woman whom he had married, for he had
married a Cushite woman.” (Numbers 12:1 ESV)
How could so many scholars miss the issue of this text? | have read articles related to this passage that

presents expositions on themes of bitterness, jealousy, criticism, and marriage. However, many of the
theologians downplay the obvious. It is stated twice in the beginning verse.

Zipporah the wife of Moses is disliked by Miriam and Aaron because “she is a Cushite.”

The word Cush means “black,” and, the people of Cush have been identified as being for the northern
part of Africa.

The prophet Jeremiah presents the importance of the Cushites’ skin color when he asks, “Can the
Cushite change his skin?” (Jeremiah 13:23)

Mariam had helped to save Moses from death. She led the singing after crossing the Red Sea Exodus
15. Yet it was evident that she harbored hate.

It became obvious that God ironically exposed her racism with a skin disease called leprosy. Mariam
believed she was superior in some way to Zipporah so her skin became white, and she was put outside
the camp.

We live in an age where race, gender and nationality is the focus and catalyst for decisions and positions.
It is even more evident today in politics and social media. However, God shattered this position and
promoted the acceptance and equality of all people. This was the belief that prompted the civil rights
movement and the American civil war. All people are created equal and all are accepted into the family of
God. Racism doesn’t and shouldn’t have a place in Gods church.
